DAY OF LAUNCH:

Fleet Cabt a iAfriye.one hour early: any posted launch time is a crude estimate only. The first ten launches on the
list should arrive at 0800 hours. Make sure there is no loose gear on the deck that can fall off. Have

two lines of 25 to 30 feet dangling one at the bow one at the stern, to direct the boat while it is in the

air. Have 2 lines at least 12 feet long, make a loop in one end. These are to tie the crane straps to-

YARD PROTOCOL |

Winter covering material should be recycled where possible. Offer, carefully removed shrinkwrap to some-
one with a smaller boat, or use it one more year. If discarded make sure it gets into the large dumpsterlbins
and not in the small trash drums. |
Paint materials must be disposed of in an environmentally responsible maftter paint is dry (disposable
brushes, coveralls) material can go into dumpsters. If the material is a volume of wet paint then follow the
City of St. Catharines outline for hazardous waste facilities and scheduling. I

Car antifreeze and batteries are not to be discarded at the DYC waste bins or trash drums; they go to the haz-
ardous waste depots also.

Sanding of hulls that results in dust blowing onto other boats or DYC property is not allowed. Wet sanqing
is permitted.

Minor hull work preparing surfaces for paint must be done in a manner that is controlled. Drop sheets té col-
lect sanded material removed from hull surfaces is a requirement of working in our yards. |
Water and power is available in the yards prior to boat launch to facilitate spring maintenance. |
